Vyraznym meznikem v Zivoté mladého
skladatele byl prelom let 1918/1919, kdy skladatel
zkomponoval kantatu Ceskd rapsodie, kterou
nastudovala a provedla Ceska filharmonie.
Pocity spokojenosti, ba i vzrostlého sebevédomi
po koncerté skladatel ve svém deniku zachytil
na obrazku Po Rhapsodii v Repre. Repré (Repré) se
fikalo zkracené Reprezenta¢nimu domu, dnes
Obecnimu domu v Praze. Budova byla postavena
v letech 1905-1906 a kromé mnoha sali (nejvétsi
a nejznaméjsije koncertni Smetanova sin,

kde také Ceskd rapsodie byla v podani Ceské
filharmonie premiérovana) v ni bylo nékolik
restauraci a kavaren. Zde zfejmé Martin(l
oslavoval provedenti své skladby.

The turn 0of1918/1919, when Martini composed
the cantata The Czech Rhapsody later performed
by the Czech Philharmonic, was an important
milestone in the life of the young composer.
The feelings of satisfaction and increased
self-confidence are captured in his diary in

the drawing After Rhapsody in Repre. Repre was

a nickname for Representational House, today
the Municipal House in Prague. The building
was built in 1905-1906 and besides many halls
(the biggest and most famous is the Smetana
Hall where The Czech Rhapsody was premiered by
the Czech Philharmonic) there were also several
restaurants and cafes. It was probably there
where Martin( celebrated the premiere of his
work.

The piece was not about the music instrument (it
is composed for piano and not guitar) but about an
informal student group from Policka called Kytara
(Guitar). This association organized various music
evenings in Poli¢ka in which Martin(i participated.
These evenings were usually accompanied

by common singing with piano or guitar. The
humorous character of the composition is
apparent from the "dedication” by the author

and his signature: Composed and dedicated to

Guitar by its respectable member and the music of ficer
Bogun Martini. The composer dated the piece on
12 August1920.

The manuscript of the piano composition

The Victorious March of the R.U.R. Sports club in
Policka*® is dated by the author on1July1921.
The celebrated match took place only two days
earlier, on 29 June. Sports Club Poli¢ka (the R.U.R.
abbreviation is not explained) played their third
match ever®® and won in all three cases. Today,
we cannot say whether the club was lucky to
have gifted players and the opponents just

had a bad day or it was a coincidence. Thanks

to contemporary newspapers, we know the
concrete reasons for the victory in the match
from the end of June: "On 29 June, at half past
three in the afternoon, the Policka Sports Club
organized a handball match against the Chrudim
Sports Club. However, at the beginning of the match,
the goalkeeper of the Chrudim sports club had an
accident and could not stay in his place, which rather
complicated the position of the guests. The match
ended with the victory of the Policka club, 19:3."°
Martint depicted himself at the stands as an
applauding fan. He obviously enjoyed the match
alotand therefore he celebrated it with a piece
in a humorous spirit: the composer intentionally
uses exaggerated dynamic marks (FAEFFAFff)
or non-existing instructions for the performer
(‘don't be afraid" or "a bit further") and the whole is
crowned with the final sport exclamation.
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
